About the Workshop

Creation and dissemination of knowledge 
through research is one of the core functions 
of the higher learning institutions. Apart from 
generating new knowledge, the higher 
learning institutions, particularly the 
universities also have the responsibility of 
training the intellectual manpower required 
for all sectors of the society. Quality of 
manpower is the most important factor for 
producing good quality researches.

The 
research students often depend upon the 
supervisor/guide for even finding a suitable 
research problem.  They also find it difficult 
to proceed further independently.  To improve 
the situation there is a need for providing 
training on research methodology to the 
young scholars. The present workshop is an 
endeavor in this direction. AIU has taken an 
initiative of organizing such kind of workshop 
on regular basis.
