These progranms provide a
uni que platformfor students to associate with various
departnents (Departnent of Teachers Education, Departnent of Life
Sci ence, Departnent of Physics, Departnent of Chem stry,
Departnment of Law, Departnent of Social Sciences etc.), thus
enhanci ng cross-disciplinary skills which is an asset in today’'s
time. Further, applied prograns in biotechnol ogy, bioinformatics,
conputer science, pharmacy and journalism and nmass conmmuni cation
are devel oped to enhance the enployability of students. To
enhance skills related to business and enployability, the

Uni versity has introduced various vocational prograns such as
Post graduate Diploma in Petrol eum Expl orati on and Post graduat e

D ploma in Yoga. The University also offers various other
progranms in Science, Social Science, Devel opnental Studies,
Languages, Commerce, Pharmacy and Psychol ogy to neet the
expectations of the students.
