CUSB Volleyball Premier League which is a students’ initiative volleyball tournament, was organized) under the supervision of   CUSB Sports & Games Committee for the first time in 2017 (Season-1) and in the year 2020 (Season-2).The aim of VPL (Volleyball Premier League)is to promote the game of volleyball in the campus and identify new talents that arrive every year in the university. It is a league based tournament where students register their teams and students who register themselves as players are bid to respective teams on the basis of an auction. For bidding purposes, all the players are categorized into three categories i.e. elite, average and beginner based on their past performances. Team owners are provided with specific bidding points for buying players during auction. However, no money is involved in any kind of bidding!
Once the teams are formed, each team play against one another twice and on the basis of points table, top four teams qualify for play offs. In 2017, CUSB Volleyball Premier League – Season I witnessed 7 teams battling against each other. Around 70 players were bid in the auction out of which 60 were sold to respective teams.  Since the first season had received huge applaud from the CUSB fraternity, it was decided by the Committee to encourage students to bring back the second season of CUSB VPL in 2020.
